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From Our Pastor—

Listening for God

“What no eye has seen, nor ear heard, nor the human heart conceived, what God has prepared
for those who love him.” (1 Corinthians 2:9, NRSV)

Listening is not so easy to do these days. Anyone with hearing disabilities knows how challenging it can be to
hear what others are saying, even with hearing aids working well.

Many times in my home our family will sometimes try to hold conversations from different rooms of the
house. You may remember those times. Whether out of necessity or convenience, | (or another family
member) will call to another person in our house saying “Supper is ready. It’s time to eat.” When I’m trying
to get the message to my eldest daughter (a teenager with her door closed), it can become next to impossible
for her to hear the message that it is “Time to eat.” Hearing can quickly become impacted by the obstacles
(such as closed doors) that we allow to come between the speaker and the hearer.

While many of us, either through self-imposed barriers or hearing disabilities, may struggle to hear what is
being said from time to time, God is still working mightily when we listen to the still, small voice of God’s
Spirit within us. While we may hear many sounds, noises, and conversations throughout any given day, it is
not the same thing as listening. Listening involves our whole selves.

As we studied the story of young Samuel listening to God’s call of him (1 Samuel 3:1-4:1) in our Wednesday
Bible study, we were reminded that God gives us both a promise and a call. The promise — Even when we
feel God is silent, God will eventually break the silence and respond to us. The call:

“We are called to listen for God’s voice and listen to God’s voice. The mission belongs to God. We are not
allowed to do what is right in our own eyes (from Judges 21:25 when Israel lived in the era of the judges).
Rather, we are sent by God to do God’s will. That is our call. We have no other.”*

If we are faithful in attending Bible studies and worship, it is not too difficult in listening to God’s word. Our
readings and our gospel are shared each Sunday. Scripture finds its way into the center of both our Bible
study times and our worship service. These are simple examples of listening to God’s word.

But how well do we listen for God’s word? There is no simple procedure or set of instructions to follow as
we seek to listen for a word of God. But there will be one characteristic common to our listening — and that
will be our intentionality. When we set aside time for prayer to let our petitions be known to God, do we also
set aside time to listen for God’s word to us? When we trust in God to give a word (and that word may come
through someone other than God), we allow God’s Spirit (which even knows the depths of God — see 1
Corinthians 2:10) to move through our hearts and lives and make its way to our listening. It is then that we
may perceive “This is not any word, this is God’s Spirit stirring within us.”

May we dare to practice our listening for God as we listen to God through the word shared and the gospel
proclaimed! May our voices respond in unison to God’s voice who spoke to the child, Samuel:

“Speak, Lord, for your servant is listening.” (1 Samuel 3:9, NRSV)

New Lutheran Hymnal — Training begins in October

Evangelical Lutheran Worship, a new hymnal for ELCA, makes its debut in October when pew,
accompaniment, and leaders’ editions are made available to the whole church. A host of events will
introduce and provide training for print and online resources. The Oregon Synod encourages every
congregation to send participants. Cost is $20, which includes one copy of the pew edition.

August Council Meeting Hightlights

Council met August 15 at 7pm with two members absent. Major discussion included planning for

the ongoing congregation-wide visioning process, August 20 Congregational Meeting, and six-week
Worship / Bible Study starting September 10. Council reviewed Bethany’s 2006 Day Camp attendance
(21 campers, 6 junior counselors, 12 adult volunteers, and 4 Camp Lutherwood staff). Council
recommends that we plan for a July 30-August 3, 2007 Day Camp. The seven-month financial reports
show total income of $43,237 and general fund expenses of $63,441. Transfers from savings were used
to pay the difference. Quotations for replacing the front side gutters are expected this week; four
companies were contacted. The next Council meeting will be September 12 at 7pm.
